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Instrumental Tuition 2020/2021

Music tuition at Dollar is provided by a highly qualified team of visiting freelance specialists. They work
with the Music Department, who provide additional support for timetabling, review lessons,
maintenance of waiting lists, ABRSM/Trinity exam entries etc. Those currently receiving tuition in
school need not re-apply as lessons will continue until written notice is received.

The Instructors have collectively agreed the rate for session 2020/2021 which is £18.50 per thirty-
minute lesson.
